Azavea is providing a scope of services for specific tasks as further outlined in our response to the Statement of
Work. We will provide those services to the extent and in the manner in which specified in our response.

Also, in response to Item 4.11 on page 20 of the RFP, regarding Section 508 compliance:

Azavea will develop the website to meet ADA requirements to the extent possible. However, due to the
interactive nature of web mapping applications, it is not possible to make the dynamic mapping components
compliant with Section 508 rules. Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act contains 16 guidelines for web-based
applications. Maps are usually represented in a browser as an image or as an embedded resource. Even
static maps, like photos, are particularly difficult for text readers and colored thematic maps present issues for
those with color blindness unless precautions are taken to mitigate the issue. Interactive maps, such as those
that will be used in this application, currently pose an insurmountable challenge to accessibility. Their very
interactive nature means that any page view is unpredictable — predicated as it is on the actions of the user —
meaning that alternate text representations are not feasible.
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To mitigate these concerns to the extent possible, Azavea has designed the user interface to include textual
information relative to user search parameters. We will endeavor to incorporate all economically feasible
means to ensure that text content other than interactive maps and dynamically generated images have
appropriate accessibility features.

Additional note related to Azavea’s work plan: Please also note that costs provided for optional task 1E and 1F
in Azavea’s work plan are provisional in nature and may be subject to revision.
