The Arizona Independent Redistricting Commission was created by Proposition 106 which
passed in the fall of 2000. The purpose of the IRC was to remove the responsibility for
redistricting from the legislature in the hope that an independent commission would create
fair and competitive districts where elections would be contested on the merits of policy, the
legislative record and the quality of the constituent service provided.

LD Map 16.0 is surely a disappointment judged by these metrics. It creates a super majority
of extremely safe seats. Twenty-five or twenty-six out of the thirty total districts are safe
seats, 12 democratic safe seats and fourteen republican safe seats. It is beyond debate that
this map creates a super majority of safe seats. What are the consequences of that decision
from a governance standpoint?

First, the elected senators and representatives holding the safe seats have no incentive to
compromise since their only concern about re-election is to avoid a primary challenge from
their own party. They have literally no incentive to govern effectively because the quality of
their legislative record will not matter in terms of their re-election. The only thing that will
matter is avoiding a primary challenge which, in turn, will force them to the extremes of their
respective parties.

Second, the quality of the candidates who seek to serve in the legislature will suffer because
who in their right mind will take on the challenge of running against an incumbent candidate
in a district that is stacked against them by more than 20 points? Incumbents will cruise to re-
election without regard to the quality of their constituent service or their legislative
accomplishments. This will result in legislators who are not responsive to their constituents
and challengers who have no credentials or qualifications.

Third, the four or five districts where there will be actual competition in the general election
are insufficient to create a sensible center that can foster bipartisan cooperation.

In settling for LD 16.0, the IRC has ignored numerous proposed maps submitted that would
create many more competitive districts while still protecting legitimate communities of
interest. The consequence will be to lock in a polarized state legislature for the next decade.

Arizona has real policy challenges that can only be addressed by our state legislature. This
map will make it difficult, if not impossible, for the legislature to effectively address those
policy challenges. Chair Neuberg expressed her desire to create maps that would improve
governance. This map fails to meet her own criteria.

December 22 is a self-imposed deadline, not a deadline imposed by law. There is still plenty
of time to get this right. The IRC should not adopt LD 16.0 today. Instead, it should go back
to the drawing board and consider the numerous maps submitted by the public, such as map
LD-0070, that increase the number of fair and competitive districts.

past year) and | have to say that what | withessed was quite the contrary.

What | saw was a mockery of the democratic process, the kind that Americans have come to
expect of politicians who are willing to do anything they can to solidify their own power while
decimating their opposition - not well-intentioned citizens working together toward goals that
will improve their communities and the lives of all the people who live there. | saw attempts
at compromise on one side and stonewalling, obfuscation, 'gaslighting', and the introduction
of muddling confusion on the other.

A little while ago, during a discussion about competitiveness, | heard Chair Neuberg report
on a little analysis she did: she noted that if every request of the Latino Coalition was
honored, and the Democratic/Republican vote shares were distributed equally across all the
non-VRA districts, the vote share would be +6.4% R in every non-VRA district. | trust her
math - that sounds right. However, it is irrelevant to the notion of maximizing
competitiveness. Having zero highly competitive (by the AIRC's definition) districts is not a
maximum. The maximum would be achieved by having equally strongly R non-VRA districts
equal in number to the VRA ones, which would not be hard to do. If that were done, in the
case where there were 8 of each, the remaining 14 would have an average of 0% lean; i.e.
perfectly competitive.

Of course, we must recognize that both the Chair's 6.4% thought experiment and my 0%
thought experiment are just that, thoughts. Reality is much harder, and the Chair is correct to
say that it is difficult. But | given this counter just to point out that it is not impossible to
increase the number of competitive districts past what has happened in these maps. Itis a
question of balance between a fairly well defined criterion (competitiveness) and a
completely fuzzy one (COI). The Navajo are a pretty well defined COI; beyond that, it is
pretty poorly defined, so Commissioners are free to define it as they wish.

There are many other constitutional arguments that she has that are extremely
valid.

Chair Neuberg just raised the question, why bother moving the vote spread by a point when
the uncertainty in the estimate (I'm paraphrasing) is greater than that? The answer is that
you should think of these vote shares as the center of a distribution. By changing the value,
you are moving the whole distribution. So even if you don't know the precise result, you
change the probable outcome.

The Chair's other argument or question was why is it better to change competitiveness in
one district than in another? It's correct that this, like so many other things, are up to the IRC
and are not crisply defined in the constitution. But as Commissioner Lerner noted, the IRC
did define a competitive range. Therefore, if a change does not change a district from a
competitive one to a safe one, it should be viewed as benign, according to your definitions.
On the other hand, making a competitive district more so can have a concrete effect on
electoral results, given the very imprecision of the estimates you are referring to. You change
the probable outcome, or at least the expectation of what that might be.
