CHATIRPERSON NEUBERG: Okay. Thank you. Please
note for the minutes that a quorum is present.

Agenda Item I(B), call for notice.

CHAIRPERSON NEUBERG: Okay. Please note for the
record that Commissioner Lerner has seconded the approval of
the general session and executive session minutes.

With that, we'll take a vote.

Vice Chair Watchman.

VICE CHAIR WATCHMAN: I abstain; I wasn't involved.

CHATRPERSON NEUBERG: That's right, I'm sorry.

VICE CHAIR WATCHMAN: Yeah.

CHAIRPERSON NEUBERG: Vice Chair Watchman had a
family situation.

Please note, members of the Commission may not
discuss items that are specifically identified on the
agenda. Therefore, pursuant to A.R.S. 38-431.01(H), action
taken as a result of public comment will be limited to
directing staff to study the matter, responding to any
criticism, or scheduling the matter for further
consideration and decision at a later date.

We now move to Agenda Item Number IV, discussion on

public comments received prior to today's meeting.
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I open it up to my colleagues if there are any
comments.

Yeah, we -- I don't believe we've received much
since we last met.

With that, we will move to Agenda Item Number V,
legal presentation and potential action on pending case.

We had started a conversation on Monday on V(A),
Moore v. Harper, the North Carolina case that will be heard
before the Supreme -- United States Supreme Court.

Vice Chair Watchman, given that you were not able
to participate in our executive session in which we were
able to seek legal advice, I'd like to open it up to you;
and also my other colleagues i1f there's a desire or a need
to go into executive session, which would not be open to the
public for the purpose of obtaining additional legal advice
to further implement or advance these issues, we certainly
can; we don't have to.

So it's really if people have additional areas that
they would like to seek guidance on from our Counsel.

COMMISSIONER MEHL: I do not.

VICE CHAIR WATCHMAN: Madam Chair, this 1is
Vice Chair Watchman. I guess I don't have any comments or
questions, I did take a look at the minutes and I did review
the information prior to -- to Monday's meeting. And my

apologies for not being able to make it. I did have a
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family emergency.

But I don't have any questions or comments. I
think I reviewed all the materials, so I have enough
information to move forward on.

Thank you.

COMMISSIONER MEHL: Madam Chair?

CHATIRPERSON NEUBERG: Yes.

COMMISSIONER MEHL: I've had time to really review
and think about the discussion from Monday, and I'm prepared
to make a motion that we approve filing the amicus brief on
Harper versus Moore (verbatim) and -- and for the attorneys
to take any actions that are necessary to get that brief
filed.

COMMISSIONER LERNER: Madam Chair, I second that
motion.

CHAIRPERSON NEUBERG: Okay. Commissioner Lerner,
you Jjust said you seconded that motion?

COMMISSIONER LERNER: Yes.

CHATIRPERSON NEUBERG: Okay. Thank you.

Is there any further discussion?

I have nothing further that I need to add,
everything that I had to say I said at Monday's meeting.
And so if there's anybody that wants to -- to share
anything, I will, you know, open it up to the vote.
